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Conclusion
Migration is a growing concern both on the continent 
and globally, and more engagements and discussions are 
necessary to overcome the associated security risks and 
threats. Governments alone do not have the answers; all 
actors must play a role. Academia, research institutions, civil 
society and the media must all be involved. In particular, 
governments should work in tandem with civil society 
by leaning on their expertise in conflict prevention and 
peacebuilding. 

As actors at the grassroots level, civil society is expected 
to monitor and advocate for the implementation of 
regional and international instruments agreed to by their 
governments. However, holding governments accountable 
is insufficient; African governments should also collectively 

consolidate their positions in order to strengthen their 
negotiations at the global level.

After the presentation of key takeaways, the ECOWAS 
representative suggested translating the recommendations 
into a summary roadmap with detailed proposals for 
regional and national organizations to consider.
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
